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History of Thanksgiving in Canada
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Today people in Canada celebrate Thanksgiving on the second Monday in October.  In the beginning, back in 1578 in Newfoundland it was celebrated on a different day.  Do you know why?  An explorer named Martin Frobisher was thankful for his safe arrival to his new world and this is how Thanksgiving began.  Later in 1879, 

Canadians started to celebrate Thanksgiving around their harvest so this lead to it being at a different time each year somewhere between late October and early November.  Since Remembrance Day is celebrated in November the Canadian Parliament decided to change the day to the second Monday in October so that each holiday would have its own special day to remember it by.  So this is how Thanksgiving came to be in Canada.
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
