Using a recent incident or

A few years ago in Fredericton, a homeless 

man was beat repeatedly by a bar patron who

had been drinking. Yet, this man is a human being

and deserves to be treated as such just like you 

or me. Yet, he can't afford a placed to live and 

his mental illness has been ignored, leaving him on 

the street, obviously now, alone and defenceless.

Why is someone treated

with less dignity and less human, just because they

are homeless?

Telling a story(Anecdote) 
A remember talking to a young woman, who 

seemed very knowledgeable, polite and with a 

the whole world in front of her. However, her father, 

had left when he was young, his mother was arrested, 

and in prison for drug selling, and he had literally,

no where to go. Did, she have a job? Yes. Did, she 

go to school? Yes and she was doing quite well. Was

there any affordable housing for him to live. No.


It is about time we worked on affordable housing for all citizens

of our country.
